
Well, here I am in Adelaide, for my Diploma in Youth and Community Work 
Placement with Fusion  Adelaide South. I have only been in Adelaide a total of 3 
weeks, even though Diploma started way back in Jan. Since then I’ve spent 
three weeks in Canada and have even had 7 days in Canberra, five of them    
recently for my 21st Birthday celebrations (see the 2nd page). So while I’m still 
in transition here in Adelaide, the role I will play as a Youth & Community     
Networker is becoming more and more defined. This is a relief because, I don’t 
know how you go with big transition, but  I’m learning that having purpose and 
a goal beyond myself helps to keep me hopeful that I will make a  contribution 
worth sticking through the ambiguity for. Already I have been  assisting the 
Connexions 4 Life and Work program, where students at risk of dropping out of 
school can learn trade and self awareness skills one day a week. The  process, 
which involves adults investing time to get alongside these young people, keeps 
the students engaged in school and helps set them up for future employment. 
Already, in the third week, I am seeing the difference that positive role        
modeling has had on girls. They are working hard to control their behavior in 
order to be more respectful of their peers. By reinforcing the norms “Build   
People Up, Help People Grow, Because People Matter” several of the girls are 
receiving encouragement and opportunities to prove that they really do have so 
much more to themselves than they are currently aware of!  Connexions is 
bringing hope! I’m happy to be a part of it. As time goes on I will have much 
more to share with you, thank your for taking the time to find out how I’ve 
been going. For now I’ll leave you with some ways in which you can prayerfully 
support me.
